Viewing Wildlife
Safely

Wildlife is just that, wild!

As tame as they may look, they are still
WILD ANIMALS.  Unintentionally
surprising an animal can lead it to react in
a wild way which could easily injure or
kill a pet dog, child, or even an adult.

People food is for people!

Animals have different food needs than
we do and if they rely too much on what
we feed them (cookies, bread, apples,
potato chips, etc) they become unhealthy
and it could lead to their death.  Please
encourage your family, friends, and
neighbours not to feed the wildlife.

Parents are protective of their
young!

Young animals are particularly attractive
and receive a lot of attention from people.
However, our best intentions can easily be
interpreted as a threat by the mother
causing her to react and defend her young.
Give mothers and their young lots of
room.  If you notice a young animal by
itself somewhere, leave the animal alone.
Very likely its parents are around and they
are much better at raising their young than
we are.

Cypress Hills Timeline

1670 Hudson's Bay Company was founded
in British North America.

1871 to 1872 Isaac Cowie of the Hudson's
Bay Company carried on a fur trading post
east of the Cypress Hills.

1872 to 1874 Four trading posts were
established in the Cypress Hills which
included Fort Farwell's and Solomon's.

1876 The bison were eliminated from the
Cypress Hills.

1890 Bison came under protection by the
Canadian Government.  The last Great
Plains Grizzly was shot in the Cypress
Hills.

1890 to 1925 Much of the large game
became extirpated or near extinction.  This
included Mountain Lion, Elk (1909), and
Prairie Wolf (1925).  Populations of smaller
mammals and birds were greatly reduced.
The swift Fox and Red Squirrel were
eliminated in the Cypress Hills.

1938 Elk were re-introduced.
1955 Red Squirrels were introduced.
1956 Moose were re-introduced.
1962 Wild Turkeys were introduced.
1983 Swift Foxes were released in this area.
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
