You are required to register at the campground check-in station (located on the north side
of the Concession building).

cancel and receive a full refund. With less than 48 hours notice no refunds will be provided. If

you have not registered by 2:00 pm the following day the site may be released to the public

for re-sale and no refund will be provided. Cancellations may only be done by calling (403)

378-4344. The reservation fee will not be refunded in any case.

Pets are not allowed in or around the site.

Smoking is strictly prohibited inside the tent or on the deck.

Cooking inside the tent is not allowed (but is allowed outdoors).

Additional tents or trailers may not be placed on or near the site.
